Senior Parents: Here are some important reminders for you as your senior closes out their time at RHS
to ensure that their final few weeks are successful. Our celebrations will come with the graduation
ceremony itself, and these reminders should be paid attention to so that all seniors reach their credit
requirements and are able to walk across the stage.

e All seniors must pass a full year of English 12.

e All Credit recovery must be completed by Friday, May 10.

e Seniors’ exams start Monday, May 20.

¢ Roseville Community Schools Policy is that all students must pass 2 of the 3 markings that make up a
semester grade to receive credit. (3¢ quarter grade, 4" quarter grade, final exam - must pass 2 of 3).

e Senior's Last Day is May 22. All Seniors must successfully complete the Senior Checkout Procedures to
be eligible to participate in Graduation.

o All fines must be paid (including any laptop fines) and/or laptop, baq, and charger must be
returned to receive cap and gown prior to graduation. A cap and gown is required to participate
in Graduation.

e RHS will be having a Senior Celebration Event on Campus from 5:00 pm - 9:00 PM. Ticket cost is $15,
and they can be purchased in the Main Office.

A REMINDER TO ALL SENIORS:

If you owe ANY classes on credit recovery—those MUST be completed by MAY 10th
or you WILL NOT GRADUATE!

Credit Recovery is assigned when you have failed a class that is REQUIRED to earn your diploma.

You have required classes and you need to attain a minimum number of credits
(that means passing ‘elective’ classes as well)

In addition, any senior who is not on track for graduation
and/or still has not completed credit recovery will not be allowed to attend Prom.

2023-24 GRADUATES - Reminders about TIP and FASFA

What is TIP?

e The Tuition Incentive Program (TIP) Phase | encourages students to complete high school by providing
college tuition assistance after graduation toward a certificate or associate degree. (Think free commu-
nity college tuition for 2 years!)

o After Earning a certificate, associates degree, or 56 transferable credits, the student can then be eligi-
ble to receive TIP Phase Il, up to $500/per semester while pursuing a bachelor’s degree, not to exceed
$2,000 total. (at this point you can transfer to a 4-year university)

Do you know if you are enrolled in Medicaid?

« If so, then you might be TIP eligible!

o Students enrolled in Medicaid for at least 24 months within a 36 month period between age 9 and high
school graduation may be eligible.

What are my next steps to ensure | receive TIP funding if | am eligible?
. Create your student portal account as: https://www.michigan.gov/missg
. Get your FSA ID at https://studentaid.gov/fsa-id/create-account/launch
. Complete your 2024-25 FASFA application at: https://studentaid.gov/h/apply-for-aid/fafsa

. Apply to the school your have listed on your FASFA.
